Club Literacy Chair—Description

Literacy is a high priority in the Colorado-Wyoming District. Most clubs will designate a Literacy Chair who is responsible for keeping records and reporting literacy activities by the club.  A number of activities supporting literacy are sponsored by Optimists at various levels such as: International (Essay contest and Oratorical contests), District 25 (Brain Bowl), and club (mentoring, reading, and book donations).
Club Literacy Chair—Duties

The club literacy chair is responsible for encouraging club participation in literacy projects, keeping a record of the literacy projects and activities, and reporting them to the District Literacy Chair no later than October 31 each year.  See Report Form. 

Club Recognition
Club participation in literacy activities are recorded and recognized by the Colorado-Wyoming District 25 of Optimist International by awarding a literacy patch to clubs who participate in at least one literacy project during the year. The recognition may be part of the Awards Session each year during the 2nd Quarter Board where the Immediate Past Governor honors outstanding clubs and members. Awards may be distributed to clubs after the 2nd quarter board meeting by Lt. Governors or by mail from the Literacy Chair.
Literacy Project Suggestions
Each year the District Literacy Chairs compile a list of literacy projects and activities taking place in various clubs. The purpose of the list is to share ideas and encourage participation in multiple literacy projects. Most clubs participate in a number of activities that fall under the umbrella of literacy.  It is important to share the unique projects with other clubs in order to encourage maximum participation.  See Literacy Project Ideas.
